DISCOURAGING INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIORS 

(Promoting Consistency and Predictability)
LEVELS OF BEHAVIOR 
All inappropriate behavior should be viewed as an opportunity to teach and to increase supervision. Be sure to teach the expectations, to remind students of the expected behaviors, to positively acknowledge the students as soon as they demonstrate the expected behavior after a correction, and to try to problem solve with the student. Prior to using consequences, assure that you have worked to establish a relationship with the student and elicited help from the student’s parents or guardian. Sometimes an inappropriate behavior signals that a change in academic expectations or a change in the environment is needed. For instance, a student’s seat may need to be changed or an assignment may need to be modified. 
Level I Behaviors

Level I behaviors are minor rule violations that are managed in the classroom, and result in an immediate verbal correction and re-teaching of the expectation. Verbal corrections need to be quick, respectful, direct reminders along with an opportunity to practice.

Level I Corrections
Students who engage in Level I behaviors will be re-taught the expectations. They may be asked to identify their inappropriate behavior and to describe the appropriate replacement behavior. A verbal correction can include reminding the student of the expectation or giving the student choices. Provide an opportunity to practice the skill. Positively acknowledge the student as soon as he or she makes a correct choice. Students may receive a mild consequence if the behavior persists, delivered by the staff member. See Level 2 consequences for ideas. 
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Level II Behaviors

Level II behaviors are more serious in nature, yet still managed by the classroom teacher or staff member. They tend to be more disruptive to the learning environment. Level II behaviors will result in an immediate verbal correction and a logical consequence, with opportunity to practice.  When a consequence is issued, a written Behavior Improvement form is filled out. It is encouraged that these forms are shared with and signed by the student’s parent or guardian. IT is also recommended that you fill out the form with the student at the time you issue the consequence. This allows you to explain the process to the student, increasing the impact and his/her understanding of the incident. If a student responds immediately to a non-verbal or verbal warning within the classroom, then a Behavior Improvement Form may not be necessary.

Level II Consequences

Students who engage in Level II behaviors will be asked to identify inappropriate behavior and describe the appropriate replacement behavior.  Remember to conference with older students in the hallway or in another private area. Be sure to remind them of the expectation, the impact their behavior is having, and to solicit their cooperation. Positively acknowledge them as soon as they make a correction. Decide on a consequence and discuss with the student. The incident will be documented using a Behavior Improvement form, which will be signed by the teacher and parent (at teacher discretion).  Consequences for Level II behaviors should be logical, therefore, related to the infraction and respectful to the student, and may include but are not limited to:

Conference with the student

Using free time to do schoolwork

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Level III Behaviors

Serious fighting, harassment, and verbal abuse violate the dignity, well-being, and safety of another person.  These behaviors will not be tolerated and will result in an office discipline referral. Also chronic level II behaviors significantly interfere with the instructional process. Level III behaviors may result in suspension but may also be corrected using a variety of logical consequences.

Level III Consequences

Students who engage in Level III behaviors will be referred to the principal for immediate corrective action.  After consulting with the parents and appropriate school personnel, the principal will issue appropriate consequences and will facilitate corrective action designed to help the student improve his/her school behavior, considering the least restrictive solution towards a positive outcome. A continuum of possible consequences will be considered, such as:
