	Ideas for controlling behavior

-Increase ratio of positives to negatives

-Active supervision (move, scan, positively interact)

-Solicit a replacement behavior from student (what else could you do that would show respect?)

- Positively acknowledge attempts and efforts
-Change environment (seat) or academic requirement, as needed
	Ideas for controlling behavior

-Stay calm; don’t take it personally
-Redirect the student

-Finish up with other students
-Conference privately with student

-Speak about the situation, not the student.

- Give feedback about the expectation and the mistake 

-Ask student why the behavior occurred.
- Ask for an alternative response or provide options.

- Wait for her/him to follow through.  

-Provide positive feedback.
-Change environment (seat) or academic requirement, as needed
-Fill out Behavior Improvement form with student. Elicit parent help.

-If a consequence is needed because interventions have been ineffective, speak slowly, be firm yet courteous. Do not be aggressive.
	Ideas for controlling behavior

-Seek assistance

-Clear the room of other students, if needed
-Do not try to move a student on your own

-Get an adult student trusts

-Use the student’s name

-Use a calm and low voice 
-Provide the student with a choice
-Use few words
- Don’t get too close to student

-Give self and student cool down time
 -After student is fully calm, discuss expectations

-Re-teach school rules/expected behaviors

-Try to get student to explain his behavior

-Try to get student to explain what he could do differently and what he will do to correct the problem created.
-Communicate attitude impacts consequence

	*If consequences are needed, because this behavior has continued despite repeated attempts to correct, it then is considered a chronic level I behavior. See Level2I. It would be unlikely to refer a student to the office at this level. Students should only get referrals to the office at this level AFTER at least 3 re-teaching opportunities have occurred unsuccessfully and 3 consequences have been applied with no results. If using consequences, Follow Level 2 directions.
	*If consequences are needed, because this behavior has continued despite repeated attempts to correct, it then is considered a chronic level I behavior. See Level 2. It would be unlikely to refer a student to the office at this level. Students should only get referrals to the office at this level AFTER at least 3 re-teaching opportunities have occurred unsuccessfully and 3 consequences have been applied with no results. If using consequences, Follow Level 2 directions.
	Consequences may include

-Conference with student
-Any logical consequence (makes up work if very late)

-Parent contact

-Loss of privileges

-Working in another room
-Apology
-Restitution
-Parent/student/teacher conference

*A Behavior Improvement form MUST be filled out on Level 2 behaviors. Students should be referred to office after the teacher has tried at least 3 remedies, unless the teacher is concerned with the intensity of the behavior.
	Consequences may include

-A continuum of consequences could be considered, from least restrictive to most restrictive, based on the situation,  the principal’s judgment and consistent with
