	Parenting—Share with families strategies for positive discipline, 4:1 positives to negatives and using respectful, teaching corrections.  Get input from families on what they need.  


	

	Communicating—Share expectations through magnets, cards, etc. Write positive notes home.  Include PBIS articles in newsletters.  Ask families or community members to share priorities with you. 

	

	Volunteering—Recruit families to make displays, be the audience, write positive notes, and recognize students in hallways, outside or in the community.  Invite elders to share about the expectations—e.g. “Respect” or be present in school to encourage respectful behavior.

	

	Learning at Home—Involve families in PBIS related and curriculum related activities with their children at home.  Support them to use the PBIS language at home.  

	


	Decision Making—Family and community members are part of setting and refining expectations. They are active members of the PBIS team, planning, implementing and evaluating PBIS. 

	

	Collaborating with Community—Invite businesses, community agencies and families to partner with the school to find solutions. Ask families and businesses to support PBIS activities or to translate expectations.
